Purpose: The Individualized Education Program Team (IEPT) & Transition Plan IEP is to be used for students who are 13 years old or older.  It is not to be used for younger students unless determined appropriate by the IEP team.

· Beginning at age 14 (consider at age 13), the IEP Team must develop a statement of transition service needs that focuses on the course of study (such as participation in advanced placement courses or a vocational education program). The IEP must determine what instruction and educational experiences will assist the student to prepare for transition from secondary education to post-secondary life. This statement must be revised and included on all subsequent IEPs [34 CFR §300.347(b)(1)].
· Beginning at age 16 (consider at age 15) the IEP Team must also develop a statement of needed transition services/activities for the student [34 CFR §300.347(b)(2)].

· In either case given above, the student must be invited to his/her IEP Team meeting. [34 CFR §300.344(b)(1)]. 
Transition Defined [34 CFR §300.29]:
(a) Transition services means a coordinated set of activities for a student with a disability that—

(1) Is designed within an outcome-oriented process, that promotes movement from school to post-school activities, including post-secondary education, vocational training, integrated employment (including supported employment), continuing and adult education, adult services, independent living, or community participation;

(2) Is based on the individual student’s needs, taking into account the student’s preferences and interests; and

(3) Includes—
i. Instruction;   
ii. Related services;   
iii. Community experiences;  
iv. The development of employment and other post-school adult living objectives; and   
v. If appropriate, acquisition of daily living skills and functional vocational evaluation.    
  (b) Transition services for students with disabilities may be special education, if provided as specially designed instruction, or related services, if required to assist a student with a disability to benefit from special education.

Agencies Invited: The public agency shall invite a representative of any other agency that is likely to be respon-

sible for providing or paying for transition services [§300.347(b)(2)]. However, IDEA now requires parental consent prior to inviting any outside agencies (i.e, CMH, FIA, Michigan Rehabilitation, etc.)
The school is required to invite students to participate in IEP Team meetings if the meeting will include consider-

ation of transition needs or services. The effect of this provision is to give 14- and 15-year-olds (and in some cases, 
younger students) the opportunity to participate in transition planning as appropriate (Attachment 1 to 34 CFR §300.344(b), Analysis of Comments and Changes, pg. 12663).

Needed Transition Services: If the student will turn at least age 16 during the implementation of the IEP (or younger if determined appropriate by the IEP Team), the IEP must include a statement of needed transition services for the student [34 CFR §300.347(b)(2)].
Each IEP Team for every student needs to consider the appropriateness of transition planning during the course of developing the IEP for the student. If the IEP Team determines that transition services are needed, describe those services. If a specific transition service is not needed, check “none.” 

Responsible Agency/Person: If a participating agency fails to provide agreed-upon transition services contained in this IEP, the public agency responsible for the student’s education shall, as soon as possible, initiate a meeting for the purpose of identifying alternative strategies to meet the transition objectives and, if necessary, revise the student’s IEP (34 CFR §300.348).

Timeline: An optional space is provided in the right column to indicate a timeline for the described transition services. 
(Related Services: The IEP Team should consider the related service needs the student may have as he or she enters the adult world. If related services will be needed beyond school, the IEP should identify linkages to adult agencies before the student leaves the educational system. Special education related services do not need to be repeated on the transition page. However, if a determination has been made to include related services specifically for transition, these services must be identified under Special Education Programs/Related Services. )
